Phase 3: Teaching Internship Requirement

o Completion of all professional education courses with a C or better in each course

e Minimum overall 2.5 GPA

o Submit application and Advisor Agreement to OCFBI (Allen 318)

o Take the Praxis Subject Assessment and the Praxis Principles of Learning and Teaching (PLT)
